Believe 
this Book of God, every letter of it, or else reject it. There is no logical standing place between 
the two. Be satisfied with nothing less than a faith that swims in the deeps of divine revelation; 
a faith that paddles about the edge of the water is poor faith at best. It is little better than a 
dry-land faith, and is not good for much.” – Charles Spurgeon
